To: Prospective Bidders,

	The College Hill Community Urban Redevelopment Corporation (“CHCURC”), a nonprofit in the City of Cincinnati, has received federal funding through a Community Development Block Grant in order to restore and improve property owned by CHCURC. The hope is that by improving these properties, CHCURC will be able to help place more businesses in the College Hill business district, creating more jobs and improving the overall economic condition of the Neighborhood of College Hill.  

CHCURC and the City of Cincinnati have an aspirational goal that 30% of the dollars spent for construction will be for work done by Small Business Enterprises (“SBEs”) certified as such with the City of Cincinnati.  

Since this project is being funded in part with federal Community Development Block Grant money, all laborers shall be paid wages and provided working conditions in accordance with the Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C. 276a to 276a-7) – ie. the federal funds trigger a requirement that affirmative efforts be made to be inclusive of Section 3 Residents (ie. local residents at or below 80% of Area Median Income). In effect, this means that CHCURC and City encourage bidders who quality as Section 3 Business Concerns. Bidders on this project are not required to be Section 3 Business Concerns, however we ask that all bidders review the attached Section 3 language and sign/return the Understanding Form.

Bidding information for each project will be made available via Shalice.Reilly@CHCURC.com, or by calling the office at 513-681-1551.  Proposals shall be in accordance with the bidding documents.  Bids received after the stated deadline will not be accepted.  Bids received by facsimile or email will not be accepted.  Proposals will be opened privately.  Submitted bids shall not be withdrawn for a period of sixty days following the bid date.  CHCURC, with the help of the City of Cincinnati, shall select the lowest and best bidder.  CHCURC reserves the right to reject any or all bids and to waive informalities in bidding.

Contractors wishing to submit a bid shall include their proposal for the project listed, as well as qualifications and three references.

a. If a City of Cincinnati certified SBE, please provide evidence.  Being an SBE is not mandatory.
b. If registered with the City of Cincinnati as a Section 3 Business Concern, please provide evidence.  Being a Section 3 Business Concern is not mandatory.

2. References
a. Must submit three or more references for review. 
b. Each reference must have up to date phone or email 
c. CHCURC will check these references when determining the lowest and best bid.

CHCURC requests quotes for tuck-pointing, resealing and re-striping of a parking lot, capping of a retaining wall, and installation of a privacy fence.

Project Location: 5932 Hamilton Ave and 1551 Marlowe Ave, Cincinnati, OH 45224

Scope of Work : All work should be done in a workmanship like manner. All cost estimates should include permitting, removal and hauling costs, and any potential clean up costs.
1) Seal and re-stripe existing parking lot at 5932 Hamilton Ave. The lot is approximately 3,000 Sq. Ft. 

2) Spot tuck-pointing of masonry facade on the rear wall of 5932 Hamilton Ave. 

3) Install cap over existing ~70’ long, 10’’ wide low-rise retaining wall located on the northern and eastern boundary of 5932 Hamilton Ave. parking lot. Bidder to propose an appropriate cap material/design. Here are some examples of other caps that we liked.
